Introduction
Introduce yourself and explain you role.

Aim of Session
To familiarise students with financial help and support available when they leave school, both
for themselves and parents/guardians.

A. Benefits - Go through each of the benefits explaining that financial support is available
according to individual circumstances:

» Bridging Allowance + Extended Child Benefit
+ CaretoLearn * Housing Benefit
+ Child Benefit * Income Support
» Education Maintenance Allowance * Job Seekers Allowance

B. Connexions Centres - help is available:
* Looking for Work
» Looking for Training/Apprenticeships
» Looking for Further or Additional Courses through Local Colleges, etc
» Explain how the Vacancy System works
+ Explain how the Appointment System works
» Explain where their nearest Connexions Centre is located

C. Financial Support for College / 6" Form Students

Go through each of the benefits available explaining that financial support is available
according to individual circumstances:

» Students may apply for Education Maintenance Allowance & Income Support.
+ Parents may apply for Child Benefit, Child Tax Credit and Working Tax Credit.

D. Support from Connexions:
Explain that the Connexions Services is available throughout the summer vacation period.

to discuss their options.
